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Talk 3 -  The Deity of the 
Holy Spirit  

         

The Deity of the Holy Spirit is basically the 
‘collection of attributes’ which make up His 
nature.   Let’s start by defining who God is... 
 

...Defining God 
 

God is eternal, unchangeable, personal, all-knowing, all-present, all-powerful 
Spirit, infinite holy, righteous, wise, just, faithful and truthful, Creator of All 
things, existent in three persons, Father, Son and Holy Spirit. 
 

...Defining the Godhead (Trinity) 
 

Trinity simply means ‘threefold’ or ‘three in one.’  The God of the Bible is 
triune in nature and being – that is, ‘He is always revealed as One in Three 
and Three in One, which is tri-unity.’  
 

This unity implies that the three Persons of the Trinity are not separate 
spirits within one spirit. But one spirit expressed through three personalities. 
 

The Bible reveals that in the Godhead there are three Persons who are 
spoken of as Father, Son and Holy Spirit. 
 

...The Deity of the Holy Spirit 
 

The Deity of the Holy Spirit is basically the ‘collection of attributes’ which 
make up His nature.   
 

How does the Bible confirm the deity of the Holy Spirit? 
 

1. The Deity of the Holy Spirit is in Association with the Father and 
the Son 

 

¶ In the process of Water Baptism... Matthew 28:19; 3:16-17 

¶ As Identified in the Trinity... 1 John 5:7-8; Matthew 28:19; 2 Corinthians 13:14  

¶ Jesus teaches that the Holy Spirit is one with the Father and Himself 
... John 14:26; 15:26; 16:7-13; Acts 2:33  

¶ As in the Government of Church... 1 Corinthians 12:4-6 

¶ Where the Holy Spirit used interchangeably in Scripture...Acts 5:3-4;                              

1 Corinthians 3:16-17; 6:19-20; 12:4-6 
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2. The Holy Spirit has Attributes that are clearly Ascribed to Him  
 

...The Essential Attributes 
 

¶ The Holy Spirit is Eternal... Hebrews 9:14   

¶ The Holy Spirit is Omnipotent (all powerful and supreme) doing the works that 
only deity could do...Luke 1:35  Romans 15:19; John 3:5-8; 16:8-11 

¶ The Holy Spirit is Omniscient (having total knowledge; knowing everything)  
...John 14:26  John 16:12-13; 1 Corinthians 2:10-11; Romans 8:26-27 

¶ The Holy Spirit is Omnipresent (being present everywhere)...John 16:16-17   

¶ The Holy Spirit is the Source of Life...Romans 8:1-2   
 

      ...The Moral Attributes 
 

¶ The Holy Spirit is the Spirit of Love...Romans 15:30   

¶ The Holy Spirit is the Spirit of Truth...John 16:13   

¶ The Holy Spirit is the Spirit of Holiness...Romans 1:4; Ephesians 4:30 
 

3. The Holy Spirit has Divine Works that are attributed to Him.   
 

¶ The Holy Spirit was Involved with creation...Genesis 1:1-2; Genesis 2:7;             

Job 26:13; 33:4; Psalm 104:30 

¶ The Holy Spirit Works within Mankind in the Regeneration of Man (the process of 
being Born Again)...John 3:3-8  Titus 3:5 

¶ The Holy Spirit was active in the Inspiration of the Scriptures...2 Timothy 3:16;      

2 Peter 1:21; Acts 28:25, 1:16
