Even before the New Testament the servants of God had been familiar with
the power of the Holy Spirit.

Micah 3:8a But as for me, | am filled with power, with the Spirit of the Lord...

...The Promise of the Holy Spirit in the Old Testament
a. The Prophecy of Joel (800 BC) - Joel 2:28-32

This prophecy began to be fulfilled on the Day of Pentecost after the
Ascension of Christ...

When the Holy Spirit came upon the apostles in Jerusalem. Acts 2:1-4
Who enabled them to speak in foreign languages. Acts 2:4-13
Note that Peter ties the events of that day with Joel's prophecy. Acts 2:15-21

b. The Prophecy of Isaiah (750 BC) - Isaiah 44:3-5
God pouring out His Holy Spirit upon Israel's descendants. Isaiah 44:3

Connecting the promise of the Holy Spirit with water given to him who is
thirsty. John 7:37-39

c. The Prophecy of Ezekiel - Ezekiel 36:26-27
God promises to put His Spirit “within you”.

This indwelling will cause us live our lives in step with the Holy Spirit.
Romans 8:11-13; Ephesians 3:16

...The Promise of the Holy Spirit in the New Testament
a. The Preaching of John the Baptist...

While he himself administered baptism in water, there was ‘One’ coming

who would be the administrator of a baptism with the Holy Spirit.
Matthew 3:11; Mark 1:7-8; Luke 3:16; John 1:33

Luke 11:13

The Holy Spirit would be given as "living water" to all those who thirst and
come to Him in faith, and drink. John 7:37-39

c. To His disciples, Jesus promisedthe“ Spi r i t whowould..r ut h”

Be a Helper, and abide with them. John 14:16-17

Bring to their remembrance all things Jesus taught them. John 14:26

Bear witness of Christ, together with the apostles. John 15:26-27

Convict the world of sin, righteousness, and judgment. John 16:7-11

Guide the apostles unto all the truth, including things to come. John 16:12-13
Glorify Jesus, by taking of what is His and declaring it to them. John 16:14

d. Jesus told His disciples to wait in Jerusalem until they received the

Where the disciples would receive power, and be witnesses. Acts 1:8
e. The Preaching of Peter...

On Pentecost, Peter ties the outpouring of the Holy Spirit to the prophecy of
Joel. Acts 2:14-16

Then, in the course of his sermon, Peter...

a. Speaks of the outpouring of the Holy Spirit as a promise Jesus received
from the Father. Acts 2:33; 1:4-5

b. Offers the gift of the Holy Spirit to all who repent and are baptized.
Acts 2:38

c. Says the promise is to them and others (Jews and Gentiles and who
accept the call of God) Acts 2:39

...Conclusion

Peter appears to offer the Holy Spirit as a gift to all who obey the gospel
Acts 2:38-39

This all naturally raises a couple of questions...

Does this mean the baptism of the Holy Spirit is for us today?
What exactly is the baptism of the Holy Spirit?
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
