ii.   World Missions gives the Church an opportunity to express God’s love 
through a corporate body.

Love – Compassion – Sacrifice – Unselfishness – Humility – Concern for Others – 
Service – Devotion to God and His will. 
 

v.  World Missions gives the Church an opportunity to give. 
 

John 3:16 (msg) This is how much God loved the world: He gave His Son, His one 
and only Son…...  
 

God gives sacrificially for the object loved. 
 

vi.   World Missions gets the Church looking out beyond itself.  
 

Mark 16:15-16 – GO! 
 

The mark of a great church is not its seating capacity, but its sending capacity.
