Claim 1 

Jesus wasn’t 
supposed to die.                      

(FALSE)



The Bible plainly states that 
Jesus Christ came to this earth 

for the specific purpose of 
dying for the sins of the world. 

"The Son of Man did not come to 
be served, but to serve, and to 
give His life a ransom for many" 

Matthew 20:28



Claim 2

Jesus didn’t die      
on the cross                      

(FALSE)



Claim 3

Jesus wasn’t 
crucified                      

(FALSE)



Jesus died for      
each of us                      

(TRUE)



Matthew 27:24 (niv)

When Pilate saw that he was 
getting nowhere, but that instead 

an uproar was starting, he took 
water and washed his hands in 

front of the crowd. "I am innocent 
of this man's blood," he said. "It is 

your responsibility!"



We all have a choice. Jesus requires a 
response from us. We can do what Pilate 
did. Show that we admire Jesus, but 
ultimately wash our hands clean of Him. 

Or we can admit that our sins nailed 
Jesus to the cross. 
But also repent and rejoice that Jesus 
forgave us of your sins. 



Colossians 2:13-14 (nlt)                              
“You were dead because of your sins 

and because your sinful nature was not 
yet cut away. Then God made you alive 
with Christ. He forgave all our sins. He 

cancelled the record that contained the 
charges against us. He took it and 
destroyed it by nailing it to Christ's 

cross.”



Dying was Jesus’ reason 
for living. He died for us 

so that we might be 
forgiven.
