Claim 1 

Jesus’ body was 
stolen - (FALSE)

Matthew 28:1-15 (niv)



John 13:36 (niv)  Simon Peter asked 

him, "Lord, where are you going?" 

Jesus replied, "Where I am going, 

you cannot follow now, but you will 

follow later."

John 20:9 (niv)  They still did not 

understand from Scripture that Jesus     

had to rise from the dead.



Acts 3:15 (niv) You killed the author 

of life, but God raised him from the 

dead. We are witnesses of this.

Romans 10:9 (niv) That if you confess 

with your mouth, "Jesus is Lord," and 

believe in your heart that God raised 

him from the dead, you will be saved.



Acts 1:3 (niv)  After his suffering,    

he showed himself to these men and 

gave many convincing proofs that he 

was alive. He appeared to them over 

a period of forty days and spoke 

about the kingdom of God.

Three arguments that
show that Jesus’ 

resurrection is the most 
amazing fact of history.



1.  Jesus Predicted It
Matthew 16:21 (niv) From that time 

on Jesus began to explain to his 

disciples that he must go to Jerusalem 

and suffer many things at the hands of 

the elders, chief priests and teachers 

of the law, and that he must be killed 

and on the third day be raised to life.

All other religious leaders were 
powerless to death, proving their 
humanity. Jesus had power over

All of what 
Jesus said and did fails if the 
resurrection is false. 

All of what Jesus said and did 
stands if the resurrection is fact.

If the resurrection is true, you can 
put your trust in Jesus Christ. 



Jesus did more than just 
communicate from the grave 
– He rose from the grave. He 
gave many evidences and 
proofs that He was alive.
